	Applied — used where the principles of law enunciated in the annotated case have been applied to a new set of facts

	appr
	Approved — used where the principles of law enunciated by a court of coordinate or inferior jurisdiction have been held to be good in law by the annotating court although the annotated decision is not necessary for the disposition of the annotating case

	cons
	Considered — used where the remarks in the annotated case are given close consideration without adverse criticism or clear approval

	comp
	Compared — used where the different circumstances of the mentioned case are discussed to illustrate the application of the law.

	dbtd
	Doubted — used where court in the annotating case has disagreed with the decision in the annotated case but it was either not necessary to overrule the decision or the court had no power to do so

	crit
	Criticised — similar to ‘doubted’, except that the court has clearly stated that the reasoning in the annotated case is wrong

	dist
	Distinguished — used where some essential difference between the annotating and annotated case is pointed out so that the court in the annotating the decision in the annotated case

	expl
	Explained — used where the court in the annotating case has justified its decision by interpreting the decision or some not necessarily obvious point made in the annotated case

	disc
	Discussed—where the annotated case is discussed at some length (not merely referred to) but not clearly approved or applied

	foll
	Followed — used where the court in the annotating case has expressed itself as bound  by the decision in the annotated case which is by a court of coordinate or superior jurisdiction 

	qual
	Qualified — used where the court in the annotating case has in some way modified, limited, restricted or moderated the decision or a point made in the annotated case without overruling it

	not foll
	Not followed — used where the court in the annotating case has declined to follow the decision in the annotated case which is by a court of coordinate jurisdiction

	overruled
	Overrruled — used where the court in the annotating case has refused to apply the principles of law enunciated in the annotated case, which was given by a court of inferior jurisdiction in unrelated proceedings

	ref
	Referred to — used where the annotated case is merely mentioned in annotating case without comment of any definite kind

	reversed on appeal
	Reversed on appeal — used where the court in the annotating case has in an appeal reversed the decision appealed against

	upheld on appeal
	Upheld on appeal — used where the court in the annotating case has in an appeal upheld the decision appealed against
