PUBLICATION OF EXPLANATORY SUMMARY OF THE SOUTH AFRICAN HUMAN

explanatory summary of the Bill is hereby published in accordance with Rule 241(1)(c)
of the Rules of the National Assembly.

The Bill seeks to repeal the existing Human Rights Commission Act, 1994 (Act No. 54 of
1994), and to replace it with a new South African Human Rights Commission Act. The
Bill further seeks to provide for the composition, powers, functions and functioning of the
South African Human Rights Commission and for matters connected therewith.
